To be eligible for the scholarship, a student must:

Intend to be a fulltime student for the spring semester.

e Have a cumulative grade point average at GTCC of at least 3.0.
Have taken at least one communications class at GTCC.

. Compose an essay that addresses future academic goals and how communication
skills learned at GTCC are used. There are additional requirements for the essay.

e Provide letters of recommendation from two faculty members.
