Answers to Commonly Asked Questions

Q:	How am I supposed to pay for this on my salary?

A:	In-state tuition is an affordable $50.00 per credit hour--add in various fees (all colleges have them), and you’re looking at about $160.00 in tuition per 3-hour course, depending on the total number of hours you’re enrolled. .  In addition, many agencies offer tuition reimbursement for officers.  You may even qualify for financial aid under one of the many programs available to GTCC students (see Financial Aid information in the General Catalog).
Q:	How am I supposed to come to class with my schedule?

A:	The Criminal Justice program offers almost all of its courses online as well as day/night “flip/flop” face-to-face classes that allow students to come to whichever class works with their schedule that week.  In addition to almost all CJC courses being online, all general education requirements in the program can be completed online.

Q:	What’s in it for me?

A:	Many agencies offer educational incentives (i.e., extra $$$) to officers with college degrees and consider or require certain educational levels when making promotions.  

Q:	Rookie school was a long time ago, and I’ve gotten a lot more training since then.  Does any of that count?

A:	It very well might.  Semester courses are 48 hours.  If, for example, you took a two week course in Criminal Investigations (48+ contact hours) through an approved training institution, you might qualify to get credit for the CJ course “Investigative Principles.”  Additional credit will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis, which requires certificates, course outlines, etc.  However, departmental in-service training (firearms, driver training, radar, roll call training) generally doesn’t qualify for semester credits.  

In addition, if you took classes at another college, those credits may also transfer to this degree.

Q:	Sounds great!  How do I sign up?

A:	Fall semester classes begin August 17, 2009 (which means you must enroll and register prior to that), but we can get you started with the process now.  Go to www.gtcc.edu and under “Admissions & Enrollment” click on “Apply Now--New or Former Students.”  You will find everything you need to complete the easy application process, schedule placement testing, and request high school transcripts and transcripts from any other colleges you might have attended.  When you fill out your application, make sure you specify that you’re enrolling in the A55180 Criminal Justice Technology program.

	After you do that (or even before if you have questions), contact a CJ faculty advisor so we can help you plan your schedule and set some goals for completing your degree.  Faculty advisors for the Criminal Justice program are located on the Jamestown Campus in the Public Safety Building and can be reached by calling 334-4822.
